tudies at the University of Warsaw

The Institute of Oriental Studies at the University of
wWarsaw wasvestablished before the Second World “ar, and in
1982 it celebrated its 60th anniversary. However, both the
research and teaching of African languages and cultures did
not develop until 1950. At that time, their initiator, Pro-
fessor Stefan Strelcyn (1918-1981), became the head of the
newly established Department of Semitic Studies. The De-
partment enrolled its first students in the academic year
1951/52. The programme of studies included courses in He-
brew and Ethiopian Studies such as languages, history and
history of literature.

In 1962/63 Dr. Nina Pilszczikowa, a student of Prof.
D.A.0Olderogge from Leningrad, started lecturing on the
Hausa language. In the same year, Rajmund Ohly, a student
of Prof. R.Stopa from Cracow began to teach the Swahili
language and comparative Bantu. Since then the Department
of Semitic Studies has conducted research and teaching in
the areas of Hebrew, Ethiopian, Hausa and Swahili Studies.

Prof. Stefan Strelcyn was head of the Department of Se-
mitic Studies from 1950-1969. It was then changed into the

of African and Semitic Studies with Prof. Witold
Tyloch at its head 31969-1973). Prof. Jézef Bielawski was
head of the of Near Eastern and African Studies in
1973-1977. Within the Department three sections were for-
med: Hebrew, African and Ethiopian Studies. By 1977 a new
unit was organized - The Department of African Languages
and Cultures directed by Prof. Joanna Mantel-Niecko. The
Department has two Sections: Ethiopian and African Studies.
The latter is further subdivided into two specializations:
Hausa and Swahili Studies.

Teaching at the bepartment of African Languages and Cultures

The Department offers a five-year-programme (10 semesters)
and graduates are awarded a Master of Arts degree. On com-
pleting the course students should have mastered a wide range
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of information on Africa, including geography, history, lan-
guage situation, current political, social and cultural de-
velopments. They should also acquire specialization in one
of the regions of Africa (e.g. East Africa, West Africa).
Hence the requirements of a fluent command of one regipnal
African language (L-1) and some proficiency in another one
that would be culturally significant for the area. In ad-
dition, the graduates must know two West European languages
and literature of the region. They should also be familiar
with the pattern of various languages (L-2, L-3 etc.) spoken
in the area and its correspondence to the social and politi-
cal framework. Besides, graduates are also required to spe-
cialize in one of the following disciplines: linguistics,
literature, history and sociology.

Admission of candidates to a given specialization takes
place every few years.

Research

The Department members are engaged in research in the fol-
lowing disciplines: linguistics, literature, history, socio-
logy together with ethnology. They hold regular seminars dis-
cussing both individual work and research methods of social
studies dealing with Africa. The staff attempt to work out
in continuo the functioning of detailed phenomena as condi-
tioned by general social structures in Africa.

The meetings are often attended by research workers from
other departments as well as students.

Section of Ethiopian Studies

Head - Professor Joanna Mantel-Niedko.

The main language taught - Amharic; other languages - Giiz
and Arabic. The compulsory Ethiopian courses include: general
course on Ethiopia, introduction to Etiopian Studies, history
of Ethiopia, proseminars and seminars. An optional programme
encompasses a set number of courses either in African or
Ethiopian Studies and in the humanities in general.

The Section provides for two specializations with separate
admissions: Hausa Studies, chaired by Prof. Stanisraw Pita-
szewicz, and Swahili Studies, chaired by Dr. Eugeniusz Rze-.
wuski (senior lecturer).

Hausa and Swahili are the main languages taught in the
respective specializations. Other compulsory African courses
include: Arabic, a general course on Africa, an introduc-
tson to African Studies, the history and culture of the con-
tinent. Optional courses include a set number of courses in
African Studies and in the humanities in general.
