History of African Studies in the Faculty of 
Oriental Studies at the University of Warsaw

The Institute of Oriental Studies at the University of Warsaw was 
established in 1922. However, both the research and teaching on 
Africa did not develop until 1950. At that time, their initiator, 
Professor Stefan Strelcyn (1918-1981), became the Head of the 
newly established Department of Semitic Studies. The Department 
enrolled its first students in the academic year 1951/52. The 
programme of studies included courses in Hebrew and Ethiopian 
Studies such as languages, history and history of literature.

In 1962/63 Dr. Nina Pilszczikowa, a disciple of Prof. D. A. Olde- 
rogge from Leningrad, started lecturing on the Hausa language. In 
the same year, Rajmund Ohly, a student of Prof. Roman Stopa from 
Cracow, began to teach the Swahili language and comparative Bantu. 
Since then the Department of Semitic Studies has conducted research 
and teaching in the areas of Hebrew, Ethiopian, Hausa and Swahili 
Studies.

Prof. Stefan Strelcyn was Head of the Department of Semitic 
Studies from 1950 to 1969. It was then changed into the Department 
of African and Semitic Studies with Prof. Witold Tyloch as its Head 
(1969-73). Prof. Józef Bielawski was Head of the Department of 
Near Eastern and African Studies in 1973-77. Within the Department 
three sections were formed: Hebrew, African and Ethiopian Studies. 
By 1977 a new unit was organized - the Department of African 
Languages and Cultures directed by Prof. Joanna Mantel-Niećko. 
Since 15th February, 1988 the Head of the Department had been Prof. 
Stanislaw Pilaszewicz. Since March 2009 the Head of the 
Department has been Prof. Nina Pawlak in the newly established 
Faculty of Oriental Studies.

Teaching at the Department of African Languages 
and Cultures

African Studies (Africanistics) as a major, is linked with the teaching 
programme offered by the Faculty of Oriental Studies, University of 
Warsaw. The programme of African Studies has three ‘tracks’ which 
are connected with the main language of the African Studies 
(Amharic, Hausa or Swahili). The courses in linguistics, literature, 
history, and art refer to the whole continent and have a component 
related specifically to the region of specialization. The choice of the 
language and the regional specialization is made at the admission 
stage and is determined by the yearly offer (http://www. 
afrykanistyka.uw.edu.pl/studia).

B.A. level studies
The Department offers a three-year B.A. programme whose aim is to 
provide the students with the basic knowledge of geography, history, 
art, anthropology, linguistics, and current social issues. During the 
programme students acquire a good command of one African 
language in speaking and writing, as well as in reading literature and 
other source texts. The programme also includes a two-year course of 
Standard Arabic. A graduate has a competence to understand and 
interpret a range of cultural issues of a chosen region and gains 
methodological skills needed to do research in the broad area of 
cultural studies.

M.A. level studies
The M.A. programme is open for candidates having the B.A. in 
African Studies. Graduates can continue professional and in-depth 
studies in a two-year M.A. programme which offers advanced 
language courses at the level of fluent communicating in speaking 
and writing. Starting from the academic year 2013/14, also the 
holders of B.A. degrees in other disciplines may apply for M.A.

studies at the Department. A student can specialize in a preferred 
field of studies, such as literature, history, linguistics or 
anthropology.

Ph.D. in African Studies
The staff members are qualified to lead the projects within their 
research areas as well as to supervise doctoral theses. The 
Department is subsumed under the Faculty’s programme for Ph.D. 
students. Ph.D. students of the Department write their theses in one 
of the following areas: African linguistics or African literature.

Research

Research projects conducted at the Department of African Languages 
and Cultures concentrate on three geographical areas: Western 
Africa, Eastern Africa and Hom of Africa. Three main languages of 
these areas: Hausa, Swahili and Amharic are given a high priority 
both in teaching and research. Individual projects may also include 
research on South Africa and Central Africa.

Research programme is basically oriented at linguistics and 
literature. When it comes to source languages, apart from Amharic, 
Hausa and Swahili, the studies comprise national and regional 
variants of French, English and Portuguese in Africa.

Comparative linguistics in its both diachronic and synchronic 
dimensions has had a long tradition at the Department. At the same 
time, there have been initiated new directions of research concerning 
communicative aspects of the language including nonverbal codes. 
Cultural linguistics is another dynamically developing area of 
research based on methodology adopted from lexical semantics and 
cognitive linguistics. A separate linguistic specialization is lexico­
graphy which uses the computer tools to create dictionaries and 
language corpora.

Literature studies deal with literary works in African languages 
(Amharic, Ge’ez, Hausa, and Swahili) and the literature in 
postcolonial languages (English, French, Portuguese). The 
Department specializes in philological studies of editing literature 
and historical archives handwritten in Arabic script adapted for 
African languages (ajamf.

Research on African languages, literature, and source texts in 
African languages feed investigation in other fields of study, such as 
history and social sciences. Studies based on written texts and oral 
tradition that are used to support historical and socio-cultural studies 
make a distinctive research profile of the Department. A new field of 
research - on African film has been currently developed.

The Departmental Journal
Since 1984 current results of research of the Department staff 
members and students have been published in the Studies of the 
Department of African Languages and Cultures. The issues include 
articles and monographs, as well as bibliographies, lexicographic 
studies and other source materials. The journal is also the space for 
publications of all other scholars working in various fields of African 
Studies (linguistics, literature, history, education and others). The 
tables of contents are available through journal’s website:
