Information clause on personal data processing 

In accordance with Article 13 para. 1 and para. 2 of the Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council (EU) 2016/679 of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons in regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46 /EC (Official Journal of the European Union L. 2016.119.1), General Data Protection Regulation, hereinafter referred to as "GDPR", I inform that:

3) Your personal data will be processed for the purpose of considering the Micro-grant Application
4) Your personal data will be processed for the period necessary for implementation of goals indicated in point 3.

5) The University of Warsaw ensures that all persons whose personal data is processed have appropriate rights resulting from the GDPR. Therefore, you have:

1. the right to access personal data, including the right to obtain a copy of this data;

2. the right to request correction (revision) of personal data - if the data is incorrect or incomplete

3. the right to request the deletion of personal data (the so-called "right to be forgotten") - in the following events:
